FERPA

Family Educational
Rights and Privacy Act

Similar to HIPAA law

Federal law that ensures privacy of student
educational records

(begins when student starts college regardless of age)

Collin College cannot share grades, course
schedules, test scores, etc. with parents

A great opportunity for students to learn the
college process and take on new responsibilities

Students will need to use their Collin email
address for communication with instructors



Dual Credit Eligibility

Students complete the entire Collin College
admissions process

Permission must be obtained from high school
counselor every semester before enrollment

Must meet college readiness standards as
defined by Texas Success Initiative (TSI)

Students must meet both high school and Collin
College academic requirements to continue in the
dual credit program
